I IMPORANT ! READ FIRST - BEFORE FITTING INTERNAL FRAMES:
- Most canopies have dimple points moulded in the roof of canopy shells for drilling mounting holes
for roof mounting systems prior to installing internal frames. However:
oPlease refer to internal frame fitting instructions for Ford Ranger, Mazda BT50, Holden Colorado,
Isuzu D-Max and VW Amarok where the lower position of the page is dated after 1/11/19. These
have dimensions where the roof of these canopies need to be drilled in the roof for internal
frames to match up to the fixed length blade support brackets in this kit.
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IMPORTANT:

These “Blade Brackets”, are designed for fitment with roof racks and internal frame brackets (sold
separately). INTERNAL FRAME BRACKETS MUST BE FITTED PRIOR TO THE STAGE “SECTION2-
PRE-FITTING THE BLADE BRACKETS TO THE RACK?” . Blade brackets are vehicle specific and sold
separately, refer to the application chart via you ARB dealer, or call ARB.

It is advisable to have the canopy rack fitted by an authorised dealer.

It may be necessary to readjust the Classic Canopy’s lift up window and door latches after fitment of roof
racks due to deflection of the canopy through the tightening of bolts. Please refer to the Classic Canopy
fitting instructions in section entitled “Operational Checks and Adjustments for Windows and Doors” for
latching adjustment steps. Call ARB for a copy if required.

Fitment can be undertaken with one person, however two people are required to lift the rack into place and
bolt it to the roof of the canopy.

CARE OF YOUR CANOPY:

Please refer to the “Owner’s Manual Supplement” to be given to the purchaser on installation, this is
contained within the separate additional kit fitting instructions for the “Internal Frames”.

WARRANTY:

Please refer to ARB “Warranty against defects” booklet contained in the hardware kit of the “Internal
Frames” or contact your dealer . A copy of this booklet should be given to the customer.

SAFETY:

The ARB Classic Canopy Blade Brackets and ARB Classic Canopy Racks must never be fitted to
another product. Only use with the specific Classic Canopy Internal Frames.

SECTION 2: FITTING BLADES TO RACK

Insert 2, M8 x 20 Coach head

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2.2) Place the Roof Tray on a clean

assembled stud plates into the
roof tray channels as shown

2.4) Assemble the roof blades to

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SECTION 3: INSTALLING ROOF TRAY TO INTERNAL FRAME BRACKETS

3.1) Clean the roof of canopy

3.2) With the aid of another person lift

M10x30 BOLT & SEAL,
CLAMP WASHER

the roof tray onto the canopy roof
and align the slots in the blade
brackets with the holes in the roof
spacers. Never slide the roof tray
on the canopy roof as this will
cause damage to the blade
bracket seals

3.3) Working from the outside of
canopy fit a M10 x 30 bolt with a
seal and clamp washer through
each of the internal frame bracket
holes. If fasteners do not go
through blade bracket feet adjust
blade brackets accordingly.

3.4) Once blade brackets are in correct
location torque the 12 M8 nylocs

securing the blade brackets to roof

3.5) With the aid of another person fit a
M10 x 25 x 3 flat washer and M10
flange nut in the four locations to
secure the blade brackets, canopy
shell and internal frame brackets
together.

3.6) Torque all 4 fasteners to 44Nm

3.7) Perform a water leak test around
mount points

3.8) Place a copy of these fitting
